Initially Sir Thomas Holte was let off fairly lightly for garrisoning his house for the Royalists in 1643. But in 1650 he was reported for pro-royalist activities and the Committee for Compounding fined him accordingly….





‘He is possessed of goods, cattle, corn, hay, household stuffe and personal estate, which was apprised at L1186. 14s 8d, but much overvalued.





Also his goods, cattle and  furniture of two of his houses were taken away by parliamentary forces, in so much that he had not a bed to lye on, or a shirt or band to shift him’
